(Examples: keynote speaker at a specific conference, having a book to support your business, giving your company or career an edge, helping brand your company, launching a new chapter in your life, and so on.)

6.  Have you already started your book? If yes, please describe what you’ve done so far.

7.  Do you have any thoughts about publishing? Are you open to self-publishing or is getting a traditional publisher the only way for you? (We can talk about what this means and what your path would be depending on what you want to do.)

8. Which Word Mountain program do you feel is best for you (Gold or Platinum)?

9. What particular areas of writing a book do you think you need the most help with (structuring, honing your topic, accountability, getting the words out, and so on)?
